After winning one of five Golden Tickets, Charlie gets a 
once in a lifetime tour of the factory where Willy Wonka and his band of Oompa Loompas lead 
Charlie, spoiled Veruca Salt (Danielle Hoffman of Farmington), gluttonous Augustus Gloop (Alex 
Polzun of Torrington), gum-chewing Violet Beauregarde (Jaclyn Mercer of New Milford) and 
television junkie Mike Teavee (John Paul Henares of Avon) through a labyrinth of lemon drops, life 
lessons, and giggles galore.  
 
The Warner Stage Company production is directed and choreographed by Sheila Waters Fucci 
with musical direction by Matt Valenti. “Cast members include some wonderful veteran actors 
along with 120 community children”, says Ms. Fucci.   The production will also feature special 
stage effects including Flying by Foy, the notable Broadway special effects company.

ABOUT THE WARNER THEATRE 

Built by Warner Brothers Studios and opened in 1931 as a movie palace (1,772 seats), the Warner Theatre was 
described then as “Connecticut’s Most Beautiful Theatre.” Damaged extensively in a flood, the Warner was slated for 
demolition in the early 1980s until the non-profit Northwest Connecticut Association for the Arts (NCAA) was founded 
and purchased the theatre. The Warner reopened as a performing arts center in 1983, and restoration of the main 
lobbies and auditorium was completed in November 2002. In 2008, the new 50,000 square foot Carole and Ray Neag 
Performing Arts Center, which houses a 300 seat studio theatre, 200 seat restaurant and micro-brewery and expansive 
school for the arts, was completed. Today, the Warner is in operation year-round with more than 160 performances 
and 100,000 patrons passing through its doors each season. Over 10,000 students, pre K—adult, participate in arts 
education programs and classes. Together, with the support of the community, the Warner has raised close to $17 
million to revitalize its facilities. NCAA’s mission is to preserve the Warner Theatre as an historic landmark, enhance its 
reputation as a center of artistic excellence and a focal point of community involvement, and satisfy the diverse cultural 
needs of the region.
