For the last fi fteen years I’ve been taking journeys in my imagination 
in the Magic Tree House. I’ve gone to the times of dinosaurs, knights, 
mummies, Shakespeare and Leonardo da Vinci, as well as dozens of 
other amazing times and places. The most wonderful thing about all 
these journeys is that millions of readers have traveled with me. We’ve 
all been exploring the world together, using our imaginations and our 
reading skills to go wherever Jack and Annie go. 

Now we’re about to embark on a brand new adventure: We’re going to 
experience a musical on the stage by Will Osborne and Randy Courts. 
Get ready -- Will and Randy’s magic is about to send us soaring with 
Jack and Annie to even more wondrous, faraway places. Hold on to your 
seats! 



Mary Pope Osborne’s Magic Tree House Series has now 
sold in excess of 50 million copies in the USA. Why? These 
are simple stories about two kids printed on ordinary paper 
with black and white illustrations: nothing special.

I have known Will Osborne and Mary for over a decade 
now. When we fi rst met I didn’t have children and, I imagine 
like most people, I underestimated the signifi cance and 

diffi culty of writing for children. Then one day Mary and Will asked if I’d mind 
going with them to a book signing at a local store. I agreed, imagining Mary 
would sit at a table for an hour or so and a few people passing through the store 
would ask if she’d sign her new book. Over two thousand people turned up. 
The line snaked down the stairs and around the block. Parents told me they’d 
driven across entire states to get there. Kids waited patiently in line for up to 
three hours. And every child and parent had the same stories: the books were an 
inspiration; had got kids excited about reading; interested them in history; in 
science; in nature. Teachers and librarians had similar tales to tell. The signing 
began at four pm. By eight, when we could fi nally get away, I understood: Mary 
was a rock star!

Childhood is an endless voyage of discovery and imagination. My children are 
now fi ve and three and their capacity for absorbing new information and ideas 
astounds me. Every day brings new joys of new discoveries. And with each new 
discovery comes a greater imagination: ‘if that can happen, then IMAGINE if that 
could happen.’ As children we can create anything out of anything. How many 
times have we seen a child have far more enduring fun with the cardboard box 
than the toy which came out of it? As we grow older not only do we believe there 
is less left to discover but we are also taught to trust imagination less and less 
because it is childish, unreal – stupid. By the time we are adults most of us are 
stuck in a fairly strict sense of what should and should not be done; of how the 
world is; of what is and is not possible. The truth is: ANYTHING is possible if you 
combine imagination and a desire to discover with effort. Jack and Annie can go 
anywhere and do anything but they always have to work at it. Morgan places 
the tree house in the Frog Creek Woods, but that alone does not begin their 
adventures. It is Annie’s impulsive curiosity which makes her climb up the rope 
ladder. It is Jack’s love of discovery through reading which makes him open the 
books. It is their imagination which makes them look at a picture and ‘really wish 
they could go there.’  

LETTER FROM THE DIRECTOR



How much better a place the world could be if we could all emulate Jack and 
Annie just a little: If we could combine a desire to discover the world with the 
imagination and courage to work out how to do it. Why has Mary sold so many 
books? Because somehow she has managed to hang on to all the vibrance and 
openness of childhood imagination while connecting it to the discoveries of 
adulthood. Fifteen years into the series their popularity not only remains, it grows. 
The fi rst readers are now in their twenties; just beginning their lives as adults 
contributing to the world. Perhaps some are becoming parents themselves. 
Perhaps this is the beginning of the Magic Tree House generation!

Theatre is a collaborative art form. This show may have begun with Mary’s 
genius but it was then taken on by the dazzling partnership of book and lyric writer 
Will Osborne and composer Randy Courts. Their work in lifting Jack and Annie 
from the pages of books to the stage while keeping all the magic of the series is 
a remarkable achievement. Often moving well known characters from one 
medium to another leads to a dilution. Will and Randy have taken the world of 
the books and expanded and developed it with imagination and love to create an 
extraordinarily rich new stage reality. Their work has been brought to life by a team 
of amazingly talented designers who have made all their ideas a three dimensional 
reality. And now we have been blessed with a cast we hardly dared dream of and 
a production team at the Warner Theatre who have welcomed us with open arms. 
The magic of Jack and Annie still seems to be working!

We hope thousands of people will see this World Premiere at the Warner 
Theatre. Two people will not be able to attend. My parents’ health prevents them 
from making the trip from London. It will be the fi rst show of mine they have 
not seen. They fi rst took me to the theatre at age fi ve to see a play called ‘The 
Plotters of Cabbage Patch Corner’! I took the program home, cut out pictures of 
the characters and made a toy theatre. The rest, shall we say, is history. I hope 
tonight is the start of an adventure of discovery and imagination for children and 
adults alike. And with millions of copies of THE MAGIC TREE HOUSE sold across the 
rest of the world, perhaps this is the beginning of a stage journey which will take 
Jack and Annie all over the globe – perhaps even to London.
